I have always done a bit of singing and like everybody else I have done karaoke 

at bars here and there. I started getting into it more seriously when a local pub 

wanted their own system and asked me to help sourcing it as I tended to spend 

a lot of time on the computer. 

 

From there I started running their Karaoke nights and “Learned the trade” as 

they say. 

Fast forward a few years and I had invested in good quality PA system, over 

4,000 songs from  Abba to ZZ Top with everything in between old and modern.

Then when you get 

invited back and meet up with those people again, its great. You have people who are fantastic singers who can blow you 

away to those who can, ahem , best be described as enthusiastic.

To use an Irish expression, “I like the craic” and getting a rapport with the audience is very important to 

me,
